Write a summary based on one of the books that you have read.  You must follow the format below.  Your work must be written neatly or typed.  Please make it one page in length, no longer or shorter.   Your name and the date must be in the top right-hand corner of the paper and there should be a title in the center of your paper.  

Format

Paragraph one: Introduce the title, author, plot summary 

Paragraph two: Discuss 2-3 events with an explanation of the purpose of the events in the story.

Paragraph three:  Give your recommendation for the book, supported with examples of why you do or don’t recommend the book to others.  

Please bring your summaries with you to the first day of school along with your favorite fairy tale.
